Metode penelitian yang diterapkan dalam studi ini adalah pendekatan 

kuantitatif. Data yang digunakan merupakan data sekunder berupa laporan 

keuangan yang diperoleh dari situs web resmi bank terkait dan Bursa Efek 

Indonesia. Temuan penelitian menunjukkan bahwa variabel Non Performing 

Loan (NPL), Loan Deposit Ratio (LDR), dan Return On Equity (ROE) tidak 

menunjukkan pengaruh signifikan terhadap financial distress. Sebaliknya, 

variabel Ukuran Komite Audit (KA) dan Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR) terbukti 

memiliki pengaruh signifikan terhadap financial distress. Selain itu, variabel Non 

Performing Loan (NPL), Loan Deposit Ratio (LDR), Ukuran Komite Audit (KA), 

Return On Equity (ROE), dan Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR) secara simultan 

berpengaruh signifikan terhadap financial distress.

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ABSTRACT

This research aims to determine the effect of the health level of national private 

commercial banks on financial distress during and after the Covid-19 pandemic. 

The research method applied in this study is a quantitative approach. The data used 

is secondary data in the form of financial reports obtained from the official websites 

of the relevant banks and the Indonesian Stock Exchange. Research findings show 

that the Non-Performing Loan (NPL), Loan Deposit Ratio (LDR), and Return On 

Equity (ROE) variables do not show a significant influence on financial distress. 

On the other hand, the variables Audit Committee Size (KA) and Capital Adequacy 

Ratio (CAR) are proven to have a significant influence on financial distress. Apart 

from that, the variables Non Performing Loan (NPL), Loan Deposit Ratio (LDR), 

Audit Committee Size (KA), Return On Equity (ROE), and Capital Adequacy Ratio 

(CAR) simultaneously have a significant effect on financial distress. 
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
